Boulevard Hours: 9:00 am – 2:00 pm
Participants must be set up by: 8:00 am
· Biscuit Boulevard participants are asked to create a Signature Biscuit and bring 1,000 samples of their biscuit for our guests purchasing Biscuit Boulevard tickets.   The standard sample size is at least 2 inches in diameter (about the size of a soda can top.) We encourage you to bring more than 1,000 samples! You could receive the Last Biscuit Standing Award!
· Your Biscuit should represent your cuisine and your brand.  Give our guests a taste of who you are! 

· This is a unique opportunity to promote your business.  Participants may bring non-biscuit food items for sale.  Coupons or sample menus can also be distributed.  
· We invite you to decorate the interior of your booth to showcase your business. The Best Biscuit Booth Award will go to the booth with the most aesthetically appealing and creative display. All booth décor must be approved by festival staff.
· Biscuit Boulevard guests will be asked to vote for their favorite Biscuit.  Your name could end up on the IBF’s People’s Choice Trophy!

· Your Biscuit Boulevard contact person will be in touch frequently to make sure we address your questions and prepare you for the day. Feel free to reach out to your liaison if you have questions, or contact info@biscuitfest.com
· Space is limited. Festival organizers will select the final Boulevard participants from the total pool of applicants.

Frequently Asked Questions

· What is provided by the Biscuit Festival for the event?  The Festival will supply a tent, 2 eight foot tables, 2 chairs, chalk board displaying the “biscuit name”,  and standard signage.  Please bring tablecloths, decorations, napkins/plates, cash box, extension cords and any items required for Biscuit service.
· Will trash receptacles be available?  The Festival and the City of Knoxville will supply trash receptacles and trash removal during the event.  Boulevard participants are responsible for keeping their booth space clean and tidy during the event.

· How will parking and loading be handled?  Many of the streets downtown will be closed to the public the night before the Festival.  An unloading area will be available up until 8:00 am at Church and Market.  Free parking can be found at the Locust Street and Market Square Public Garages.  The garages will fill quickly after 8:00 am, so plan to get there early.

· How will I get the latest information about the Festival?  Every Boulevard participant will be assigned a contact liaison – he/she will make sure you have all the information you need.
· What if my Biscuit is the same as other Boulevard participants?  We are asking for Biscuit descriptions by April 6th so we can ensure a good variety of Biscuit samples to our guests.  If there are similar Signature Biscuits, we will work with the participants to make adjustments.
· Who benefits from Biscuit Festival proceeds? The Biscuit Festival is produced by Center City Events, a 501(c)3 non profit.  Net proceeds are reinvested in the Festival to create a better event as well as food-related charities, including Second Harvest.  

· How is the winner of the People’s Choice award determined? Each booth on the Boulevard has its own jar. Attendees will taste 5 samples and place their vote in the jar of their favorite booth. 
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
